Breaking DRM to Create Accessible Print Materials for Students With Disabilities:

This was set forth by the Library of Congress in October, 2012, and renewed in December, 2015 (I submitted an avadavat in support of the renewal through the legal team that is keeping this going).  These are exceptions to 37 CFR 201.40 Exemptions to prohibition against circumvention.

It states:

A. Literary works distributed  electronically - assistive   technologies 

Literary works, distributed electronically, that are protected by technological measures which either prevent the enabling of read-aloud functionality or interfere with screen readers or other applications or assistive technologies, (i) when a copy of such a work is lawfully obtained by a blind or other person with a disability, as such a person is defined in 17 U.S.C. 121; provided, however, the rights owner is remunerated, as appropriate, for the price of the mainstream copy of the work as made available to the general public through customary channels; or (ii) when such work is a nondramatic literary work, lawfully obtained and used by an authorized entity pursuant to 17 U.S.C. 121.
Higher Education Opportunity Act (2008)
Took effect completely in 2010.

The gist of it is:

3. Textbook List Disclosure

What it says: Colleges must provide the list of required and recommended textbooks for each course in the catalog students use during registration.  The list should include the following information:

1. International Standard Book Number (ISBN) or author, title, publisher, copyright date

2. Retail price

3. The phrase "To Be Determined" if the information is unavailable

Colleges may choose the manner in which they present the information, but they must comply with this provision "to the maximum extent practicable."
